In 1964, the demand for places in La Salle College
was so great that Brother Herman decided to
establish La Salle College Evening School. Not
being happy with the restrictions of an evening
school, Brother Herman accepted the offer of
the Chan's brothers to pay about 20% of the
cost of constructing and furnishing a new school
to be named after their father, Mr. Chan Sui Ki, a
noted philanthropist in Hong Kong and Mainland
China. The Government offered the site and
work began on a hillside in Homantin in 1968.
The school opened its doors to its first batch of
students on 3"d September 1969.
